ELIGIBLE BREEDS AND REGISTRY  

Lure Cours ing  tests  and tr ia ls  sha l l  be  open to  e l ig ib le  breeds  one 
year  o f  age or  o lder .   Current ly  these inc lude:   Afghan Hounds,  
Azawakhs,  Basenj is ,  Borzo i ,  Greyhounds,  Ib izan Hounds,  I r i sh  
Wolfhounds,  I ta l ian Greyhounds,  Pharaoh Hounds,  Portuguese 
Podengos (Pequeno,  Medio ,  and Grande) ,  Rhodesian R idgebacks ,  
Sa luk is ,  Scott ish  Deerhounds,  S loughis ,  Tha i  R idgebacks ,  and 
Whippets .   For  a  complete  l i s t  o f  e l ig ib le  breeds,  v is i t  the AKC 
websi te  at :

Note:   Portugese Podengo  Pequeno  and Foundat ion Stock  Serv ice  
(FSS)  breeds  are  not  e l ig ib le  to  compete for  Best  in  F ie ld .   E l ig ib le  
dogs  must  be e i ther  indiv idua l ly  reg istered with  AKC,  recorded with  
FSS,  indiv idua l ly  reg istered with  a  fore ign registry  organizat ion 
whose pedigrees  are  acceptable  for  AKC registrat ion,  or  that  have 
been granted a  Purebred Alternat ive  L ist ing  (PAL/ ILP) .   Hounds may 
not  be entered as  “registrat ion pending”  or  “PAL/ ILP  pending”  whose 
pedigrees  are  acceptable  for  AKC registrat ion.   A  dog with  an AKC 
L imited Registrat ion sha l l  be  e l ig ib le  to  be entered in  Lure Cours ing  
tests  and tr ia ls ,  as  are  spayed and neutered hounds.   Monorchid  and 
cryptorchid  hounds are  inel ig ib le  to  part ic ipate.   FSS  breeds  may 

earn suf f ix  t i t les only .  

 

 
 

TESTS & STAKES OFFERED  
 

•  JUNIOR COURSER TEST  
Open to a l l  hounds of  an el ig ib le breed.  A hound running a lone 
shal l   
receive a  cert i f icat ion from a Judge on one date and a  second 
cert i f icat ion from a d ifferent  Judge at  a  later  t ime,  stat ing that  
the hound completed a  s ix  hundred (600)  yard course with  a  
minimum of four  (4)  turns.  The hound must  complete the 
course with  enthusiasm and without  interrupt ion.   
 
• QUALIFIED COURSER TEST   
 A hound at  least  12 months of  age (Qual i fy ing  Hound) running 
with  another hound of  the same breed or  another breed with  a  
s imi lar  running  
sty le (Test ing Hound) shal l  receive cert i f icat ion from a l icensed 
judge.  The hound must  complete the course with  enthusiasm 
and without   
interrupt ion,  suff ic ient l y  course the lure and not  the Test ing 
Hound.  The judge wi l l  cert i fy  that  the Qual i fy ing Hound ran 
c leanly  and d id  not   
appear to  present  a  hazard to  the Test ing Hound at  any point  
in  the qual i fy ing course.  This  cert i f icat ion is  required to enter

a hound in  an  
Open Stake.  The handler  present ing the Qual i fy ing Hound shal l  be 
responsib le for  provid ing the Test ing Hound for  the qual i fy ing course.  I t  
is   
strongly  recommended that  every  Qual i fy ing Hound have been run 
previously  a lone and that  to  the handler’s  sa t isfact ion runs c leanly  and 
keenly .  I t  is  addit ional ly  recommended that  every  Qual i fy ing Hound 
pract ices with  other  hounds pr ior  to  being presented for  a  qual i fy ing 
courser  test .  I t  is  to  be understood by a l l  that  tra in ing pr ior  to  running 
a  hound with  oth er  hounds in  competit ion is  essent ia l  to  ensure that  
the hound is  prepared to run safely  with  other  hounds.   
  
• SINGLES STAKE  (tr ia l )  A non-t it l ing stake open to a l l  s ighthound breeds 
el ig ib le to  part ic ipate in  AKC Lure Coursing tr ia ls.  Dogs run a lone,   
are scored and placements are determined based on the dog’s scores.   
  
  
• OPEN STAKE (tr ia l )   
 Open to a l l  hounds that  have obtained an AKC Qual i f ied Courser  
cert i f icate  or  ASFA cert i f icat ion form . This  requirement wi l l  be waived 
for  hounds that  have earne d a  F ield  Championship  t i t le from the 
American Sighthound Field  Associat ion (ASFA) or  the Canadian Kennel  
Club (CKC).  ASFA or  CKC Field  Champions must  submit  a  copy of  their  
t i t le cert i f icate to  the host  c lub when they enter  their  f i rst  AKC Open 
Stake.  This  copy must  be included when the results  of  the tr ia l  are sent  
to  AKC.  Championship  points earned from the Open Stake wi l l  only  
count  toward a  F ield  Champion t i t le.  Hounds that  have earned an AKC 
Field  Championship  t i t le are not  el ig ib le to  enter  the O pen Stake.   
  
 
• SPECIALS STAKE (tr ia l )   
  Open to a l l  hounds that  have earned their  AKC Championship  t i t les.  
Championship  points earned from the Specia ls  Stake wi l l  count  toward  
Lure Courser  Excel lent  t i t les.  Qual i fy ing scores earned from the Specia ls  
Stake wi l l  count  toward a  Senior  Courser  or  Master  Courser  t i t le.   
  
•  Open to a l l  hounds which are el ig ib le to  enter  Open or  Specia l  Stakes 
and meet  the age requirement for  a  veteran as establ ished by the  
breed’s parent  c lub -  6  years of  age;  except  I r ish  Wolfhounds = 5 years,  
and Whippets = 7years.  Championship  points wi l l  be awarded.  Points  
won from the Veteran Stake may count  toward either  a  F ield  
Championship  t i t le or  Lure Courser  Excel lent  t i t le.   
 

 

NOTICE TO ALL EXHIBITORS  

1.  Al l  entr ies must  be on e year  of  age or  o lder  on the day of  the tr ia l .   

2 .  Stakes wi l l  be spl i t  by  publ ic  random draw i f  the entry  in  any 
one stake is  suff ic ient  to  hold  two or  more f ive point  majors.   

3.  In  the Tr ia l ,  a l l  hounds wi l l  run twice,  in  tr ios i f  possib le,  or  
braces,  unless excused,  d ismissed,  or  d isqual i f ied.   

4.  Hounds not  present  at  the t ime of  ro l l  ca l l  wi l l  be scratched 
after  a  f ive (5)  minute grace per iod.  Each entry  wi l l  be 
examined at  inspect ion for  breed d isqual i f icat ions.  Bitches in  
season and lame hounds wi l l  be excused.  Entry  fee for  hounds 
excused,  dur ing inspect ion,  for  b itches in  season,  lameness or  
breed d isqual i f icat ion shal l  be refunded.  Spayed or  neutered 
hounds,  without  breed disqual i f icat ions,  may be entered.   

5.  Battery  powered cont inuous loop mach ines wi l l  be used.  
Lure wi l l  consist  of  white p last ic  bags.  Backup equipment wi l l  
be avai lable.   

6.  The course wi l l  be reversed for  the f inals  and run -offs  at  the 
Judges ’  d iscret ion.   

7.  The f ield  committee reserves the r ight  to  a lter  the course 
p lan as required by weather and/or f ield  condit ions on the day 
of  the tr ia l .   

8 .  THE FIELD COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO BAR KNOWN 
AGGRESSIVE HOUNDS FROM THE TRIAL SITE.   

9.  THERE WILL BE A $5 FINE ASSESSED FOR ANY LOOSE HOUND 
NOT TAKING PART IN THE COURSE IN  

PROGRESS,  OR FOR ANYBODY CAUGHT NOT PICKING UP AFTER 
THEIR DOG OR LEAVING GARBAGE ON THE  

FIELD.   

10.  NO ONE,  EXCEPT THE FIELD COMMITTEE,  WILL BE ALLOWED 
ON THE FIELD WITHOUT PERMISSION OF THE  

FIELD CHAIRMAN, EXCEPT THE APPOINTED FIELD COMMITTEE.
